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Nashville Area Habitat for Humanity and the Thrivent Financial for
Lutherans Mid South Region joining national $21.7-million house-
building effort to construct more than 300 affordable homes
$67,000 will go toward building a home for a Habitat partner family in Nashville

NASHVILLE, TN! (Jan. 30, 2006) — The Nashville Area Habitat for Humanity and the
Thrivent Financial for Lutherans Mid South Region are building a home in Nashville as part
of a nationwide effort to create additional homeownership opportunities with low-income
families.

Locally, volunteers will be needed to help build the home in Providence Park, one of the
largest all-Habitat communities in the country. Providence Park is a 43-acre affordable
housing initiative located in a safe and pleasant residential area just north of Harding Place
and west of I-24. When complete, Providence Park will contain 140 new homes and a five-
acre park. Upon it’s completion in 2007, approximately 500 men, women and children of all
ages, races, nationalities and faiths will reside there. Providence Park is a model for
affordable housing, illustrating the profound positive impact that homeownership has on
individuals and families. Nashville Area Habitat has created a whole community of working
people who understand and support each other every step of the way, taking great pride in
their neighborhood and working together to continue improving it. As taxpayers, these
families contribute more than $140,000 in property taxes per year, making Providence Park
an asset to Nashville from an economic standpoint as well.

“Thhis is a very exciting partnership for me personally and for Habitat,” said Chris McCarthy,
President and CEO of the Nashville Area Habitat for Humanity. “Because of funding
provided by Thrivent Builds with Habitat for Humanity, we will be able to develop a lot and
build an additional home this year for a deserving family. That makes a total of 35 families
who will move into simple, decent, affordable homes this year alone.”

Nationally, Habitat for Humanity International and Thrivent Financial for Lutherans are
building up to 312 homes in 2006. The homes will be in addition to the more than 5,000
homes Habitat affiliates build annually in the United States, representing a 6-percent increase
in Habitat home production for 2006.

The effort is part of a new alliance, Thrivent Builds with Habitat for Humanity. The alliance
makes Thrivent Financial Habitat’s largest single ally in its mission to eliminate substandard

housing and rebuild communities.

The homes will be built in more than 200 communities in 43 states. This represents an
estimated $21.7 million investment from Thrivent Financial in 2006 alone. During the four-
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year alliance, Thrivent Financial intends to invest a total of $105 million to increase annual
house production by up to 500 U.S. homes per year and more around the world.

Habitat affiliates across the nation were invited to apply for Thrivent Builds with Habitat
funding. A total of 265 affiliates are receiving funding based on their ability to increase local
building efforts and have been paired with nearly 400 Thrivent volunteer chapters (local
volunteer groups of Thrivent Financial members). The homes will be built in large urban
areas such as Chicago, Denver, Detroit, Philadelphia, Miami and San Francisco, as well as
communities such as Rochester, N.Y.,, Lima, Ohio, and Brookings, S.D.

In the Mid South Region of Thrivent Financial, over 100 Thrivent volunteers will help with
fund-raising and homebuilding.

“I am so proud of Thrivent Financial for Lutheran's alliance with Habitat for

Humanity. Thrivent Financial has always had a good relationship with our congregations
and communities in aiding their efforts to do good for others. This alliance is an
extension of that local effort and it also moves us toward being a good world citizen as
well,” said John Hall, Lutheran Community Services Specialist for Thrivent Financial in the

Mid South Region. “Our volunteers are ready to get started and are looking forward to
working with others in their communities.”

Thrivent Builds with Habitat represents a unique alliance between two national nonprofit
networks of 1,699 Habitat affiliates and 1,362 Thrivent volunteer chapters. In 2004,
Thrivent chapters delivered more than 19 million volunteer hours of community service.
The alliance combats the chronic national and worldwide problem of substandard housing,
More than 13 million U.S. households use at least half of their income to pay for housing.
Millions more live in overcrowded conditions or housing with severe physical deficiencies,
such as having no hot water, electricity or toilet.

“We want to reach out and help even more families each year and this can only be done
through innovative alliances,” said Jonathan Reckford, chief executive officer of Habitat for
Humanity International. ““Thrivent Financial for Lutherans is bringing not only its generous
donation but also engaging its members and communities to volunteer time and raise funds
for this effort.”

Reaching beyond the U.S., Thrivent Builds will take volunteers around the world to build
with families in need, with the goal of eventually building up to 200 homes overseas per
year. Additionally, Thrivent Builds will raise awareness about substandard and affordable
housing issues through the one-of-a-kind Thrivent Builds Mobile. The mobile exhibit,
housed in a 48-foot-long semi trailer truck, is crisscrossing the country to give visitors a
powerful experience designed to educate and call communities to action.

“Thrivent Builds with Habitat is giving our nearly three million members and others a
wonderful opportunity to not only raise roofs, but to raise hope as well with hundreds of
families across the U.S.)” said Bruce Nicholson, Thrivent Financial chairman, president and
CEO.

Christian housing ministry that provides families with the life-changing opportunity to
purchase a decent, affordable home. The agency has tripled in size in the last three years and
closed its fiscal year with a record number of homes built (30). Qualifying families for the
Habitat program purchase their homes at cost (usually $75,000-85,000) and repay the
mortgage with no interest over a 20-30 year period. Additionally, families are required to
accumulate up to 475 "sweat equity" hours, earned through HomeWORKS classes, build site
time, and community work or volunteering in some other aspect of Habitat operations, such
as the Habitat HomeStores. The NAHFH HomeWORKS program includes hundreds of
hours of classes per year for new homeowners on budgeting, credit management, mortgage
finance, and home maintenance. These classes build each individuals leadership, citizenship
and life skills.
