The 43.8-acre neighborhood will be
completed in the Fall of 2007 with a total 138 Habitat homes built for over 450 family
members from 16 different countries across the globe. There is a five-acre park
containing walking trails, two play areas for children, a pavilion for gatherings, open
lawn areas for recreation and a wooden pedestrian bridge for the entire community, not
just Habitat homeowners, to use.
